· KCS Statement of Faith
I. We believe the Bible to be the inspired, the only infallible, authoritative, inerrant Word of God.

II. We believe there is one God, eternally existent in three persons -- Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

A. We believe in God the Father whose love was exemplified in that He gave His only begotten Son for the salvation of men.

B. We believe in the Deity of the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ. When coming to earth He never ceased to be God and that His humiliation did not consist of laying aside His Deity. As a man, He was miraculously begotten of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary. By his atonement and resurrection He accomplished the redemption and justification before God of all who truly believe in Him and accept Him as Lord.

C. We believe that the ministry of the Holy Spirit is to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ and during this age to convict men, regenerate the believing sinner, indwell, guide, instruct, comfort, sanctify, seal, reprove and empower the believer for Godly living and service.

III. We believe Satan is an angelic being who rebelled with other angels against the authority of God. Satan was given temporary rule over the earth for an age to deceive as many of mankind as he is able.

IV. We believe that God created the heaven and earth, including all life, by direct act, and not by a process of evolution.

V. We believe God's grace provides salvation and eternal life through Christ's death, burial and resurrection to all people who repent and receive Him as Savior and Lord. Salvation is based solely upon faith in God's promise.

VI. We believe that Christ arose from the dead, ascended into heaven, and is seated at the

right hand of the Father, where He intercedes for the believers as our High Priest. We believe in His personal return for His church. We believe in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost; they that are saved unto the resurrection of life, and they that are lost unto the resurrection of damnation.

VII. We believe that the family is ordained by God as the basic unit of His plan for His people. The institution of marriage between one man and one woman as created by God provides the foundation and definition for the family. We believe in the preservation and edification of the family to be an act of obedience to God.

VIII. We believe in the sanctity of all human life. This life should be protected, nurtured and helped from the moment of conception (when life begins), until death occurs normally.

· Admission Policy
KCS offers a program for students who desire an education in a Christian environment and who are capable of succeeding in a program dedicated to academic excellence. KCS is open to the community. Parents must support the philosophy and goals of a Christian education as well as the standards and policies of the school.

KCS admits students of any race, color, national or ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school. The school does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, nationality and ethnic origin in administration of its educational policies, admissions policies, scholarship, and athletic and other school-administered programs.

· Admission Process
Application Packet

Applications are available in the school office. New students must bring a copy of their last report card. In addition to the application, medical information, statement of faith agreement, resolution of differences agreement, parent questionnaire, student questionnaire, student record release letter, and a pastoral reference letter are required. Applications must be accompanied with the registration fee.

Placement Testing and Interview

After an application has been reviewed, the parents will be contacted for an interview with them and their prospective student(s). The principal and/or the student’s teachers interview all prospective students. Testing will be done to assess a student’s academic level.

Additional Requirements

All state required immunizations and health laws must be met. Student registration is not complete unless all required immunizations have been administered and the school office has verified the information. The physical examination required for first graders may be obtained 18 months prior to entering first grade. If you need the state form for recording this examination, please contact the school office. All students entering 7th grade are required to have the hepatitis B series shots completed. Records for students transferring in from another school will be requested after the student has been accepted into KCS.

· Financial Policy
Tuition Payment Schedule

Yearly tuition is divided into eleven (12) monthly payments, from July through June. If a student enrolls after the beginning of the school year, tuition cost for the remainder of the year will be pro-rated. All tuition payments are due by the tenth of each month. Regardless of payment schedule, the final tuition payment is due no later than June 10 of the current school year.

Delinquent Payment Policy

Accounts are considered delinquent 10 calendar days after the day tuition is due.  Accounts that are 30 days past due receive a notice asking for payment and a late fee of $25.00 will automatically be incurred. Accounts that are 60 days past due will be given a ten-day notice to bring the account current or their child/children will not be able to attend. This regrettable action can be avoided by either bringing accounts current or making acceptable arrangements with the principal to resolve the problem. Extended care will adhere to the same policy. No student can be re-enrolled, enrolled for the following year, or receive final grades until all accounts are made current. Any account(s) over 60 days past due may be reported to the Credit Bureau.

NSF Check Policy

There will be a $25.00 administrative fee charged by KCS for all returned checks.  The late fee of $25 above may also be incurred, if check is not cleared within 30 days of due date.

Withdrawal Obligations and Procedures

Withdrawal notification must be given 30-days prior to the effective withdrawal date to avoid any fees (see tuition and fees). All school property must be returned and all accounts must be current prior to withdrawing.  Withdrawing from school does not relieve the financial obligation(s) to KCS.

Restitution Policy

A student who loses or damages school property may be required to pay the replacement or repair cost to correct the deficiency.

Scrip for School Program

Parents are required to participate in the Scrip for School program. A wide variety of businesses such as supermarkets, gas stations, retail stores, theaters, and restaurants, support local education by offering discounts on their gift certificates. Certificates are redeemed at the designated business at full value. The school earns thousands of dollars through this discount program.

· Curriculum Philosophy
Biblical principles and knowledge from God’s perspective are interwoven throughout the learning process. Curriculum is generally selected from Christian publishers that share a

Christian world-view. The goal of the entire school effort is to achieve the student’s full

development in academic learning, spiritual growth, and healthy social and physical performance.

· Academic Standards and Procedures
Middle School Graduation Requirements

A middle school student must have met the standards set forth in this policy manual and be recommended for promotion by the teachers and the Principal to receive a graduation diploma. Students who fail a core subject (Bible, English, Math, Science, and Social Studies) may not receive a graduation diploma.

Grading System

In Kindergarten through 2nd grade, subjects will be evaluated using O / S / N / U. On a

student’s report card, an “O” represents Outstanding, “S” indicates Satisfactory, “N”

means Needs improvement, and “U” declares Unsatisfactory. Some subjects that are

more objective may be evaluated using a percentage that will correspond to an evaluation key.

In 3rd through 8th grade, students will be given percentage scores that correspond to an

evaluation key on the report card indicating a letter grade. Some subjects that are more

subjective may be evaluated using O / S / N / U.

In some cases, an area of evaluation will be left blank, which indicates that the activity was not taught during that trimester of evaluation.

Grade Reporting

Progress Reports will be sent to all parents of students at the six week point of each twelve-week trimester.

All student grades are recorded and reported each trimester. All trimester grades are used for GPA purposes and become part of the student’s permanent record.

Conduct Grade (Grades 6-8)

· Students will receive a trimester conduct grade for each class.

· If a student receives a suspension, their overall conduct grade will be a D for the quarter.

· If a student is expelled from school, their overall conduct grade will be an F for the trimester.

Grade Point Average Calculation

For GPA purposes, students enrolled in a subject that is one (1) grade level higher than their current grade level (Honors) will receive 0.5 points added to their earned subject grade. Students enrolled in a subject that is two (2) grade levels higher than their current grade level (Advanced Placement) will receive 1.0 grade points added to their earned subject grade. The grade point average is calculated using all subject grades given full weight and credit.

Honor Roll Criteria

Honor roll recognition for grades three through eight is awarded for the trimester and the

year. Principal’s “A” Honor Roll requires a 3.67 – 4.00 average with no grade lower than a B. The “B” Honor Roll requires a 3.00 average with no grade lower than a C. No student with a conduct grade lower than a 3.0 in any class is eligible for Honor Roll. Trimester GPA’s are averaged together for the Trimester GPA. Trimester GPA’s are averaged together for a year end GPA.

Promotion Criteria

Students will be promoted to the next grade level based on their teacher’s recommendation and the Principal’s approval. The teacher will evaluate the student to determine the child’s ability to succeed at the next grade level. Students who fail a core subject (Bible, English, Math, Science, or Social Studies) may not be promoted.

Valedictorian and Salutatorian Selection Process

The Valedictorian and Salutatorian selection criteria include a student’s GPA, conduct,

course difficulty, and teacher’s recommendations. The Valedictorian and Salutatorian

selection is calculated using their 6th through 8th grade results.

Academic Probation

A student showing serious academic problems may be put on academic probation. All students failing one or more subjects or with a GPA under 2.0 will be placed on academic probation. Students are placed on academic probation by a consensus of their teachers and the school administrator. Academic probation is a corrective action taken to protect a student in academic trouble. Notice will be given to the parents so a mutual effort by both the school and the home may be made to correct the academic deficiency. The student’s teachers and the school administrator will establish conditions of the probation, in coordination with the student's parents. Contact will be maintained between the teachers and parents on a weekly basis throughout the probationary period.

The student's participation in electives and/or extracurricular activities will be subject to the recommendation of the teachers. Involvement in sports is prohibited during academic probation. A student who fails to show a genuine effort during academic probation may be dismissed.

Homework Policy

Homework is a purposeful extension of the school day to provide the student with additional opportunities for the development and reinforcement of the school’s instructional objectives.

In kindergarten through 3rd grade some homework may be assigned depending upon subject objectives and the child's ability. In 4th through 8th grade, homework is assigned to help the student mature as an independent learner.

Parents should assist their child in the homework process. This includes explaining work when necessary, and seeing that work is properly done. Parents should also require their child to bring home papers and projects for review and encouragement.

Make-up Work Policy

It is the parent’s responsibility to make prior arrangements with the teacher for absences that are planned. Parental permission for any absence does not necessarily constitute an excused absence (see Attendance Policy). Students with excused absences will be allowed to make-up work within a reasonable length of time. The teacher will specify the due date for make-up work considering the circumstances. Generally, a student will have two days to make up missed work for every day they were absent. Incompletes are only allowed for work that is missing or late due to an excused absence. Students receiving an incomplete on their report card must turn in the missing work within 10 class days after grades are closed for that reporting period or the missing work will receive a grade of “0”.

Missing / Late Assignments

Assignments that are missing or turned in late may be accepted after the due date but will receive a reduced grade for that assignment. Five percent of the grade will be deducted for each day the assignment is late up to five days. After five days the grade becomes a “0”.

Teachers are not required to accept any work that is more than five days past due, unless prior arrangements have been made.

Homework Study Hall / Homework Detention

Students that do not turn in their homework, make-up work, or other class assignments when due, may be assigned a Homework Study Hall or a Homework Detention. These are designed to assure that the student does not fall behind in their studies. Students will either be assigned a Homework Study Hall during lunch, or a Homework Detention after school.

Failure to attend a Homework Study Hall or a Homework Detention will result in a disciplinary detention.  Any after school detention has a fee attached to it.

Electives

The school offers a wide variety of electives. The upper classes generally have seniority in selecting their electives. Some electives may have a fee or prerequisite requirement.

Physical Education

All grades participate in physical education. The 5th through 8th grade students are required to dress out in the school’s athletic attire (see page 24). Junior High classes may leave campus for various sporting events, competitions, practices and exercise, under the direct supervision of a teacher or designated coach, as part of their physical education program. All PE classes are just that-PHYSICAL activities coordinated by the teacher.
Extracurricular Activities

The school offers a variety of extracurricular activities for its students. All school policies and procedures apply to all students regardless of whether they are a participant or a spectator, or the event is on or off campus. Students who have been absent for the day may not participate in extracurricular school activities that same day.

Library

The school maintains a library for the use of its students and their parents. Materials are normally checked out for one or two weeks, depending on the grade level. A late fee will be assessed for material not turned in by the due date. A replacement fee will be assessed for lost or damaged material.

Computer Lab

The school has an excellent computer lab that is networked with Microsoft applications, the Internet, and many other applications. Any unauthorized access or use of a school computer, abuse of the lab’s equipment or programs, or a visit to unauthorized website(s) will result in the loss of computer lab privileges and possible disciplinary action up to and including suspension or dismissal.

Textbooks

Students are responsible for the condition of their textbooks and are required to maintain a book cover on all their hardbound textbooks. Students are not allowed to mark in their textbooks.  Parents are responsible to replace lost or damaged textbooks.

Standardized Testing

All students in kindergarten through eighth grade are administered a Nationally Norm-Referenced Academic Achievement Test. A copy of the results is provided to the parents and placed in the student’s cumulative folder.

Student Services

The school does offer some pullout programs for students requiring assessment, remediation, reinforcement, tutoring, and enhancement. An additional fee may be charged for each program. We also receive ISP and speech services from North Bend School Dist.
Cheating

Any student cheating will be issued a detention and will receive a zero for the grade of that work, and may be subject to disciplinary action.

· Conduct Standard
The school expects all students to show respect for God, others, and themselves.

· Discipline Policy
The school has the responsibility to act en locus parentis (in place of the parent) to assist parents in developing the spiritual, mental, social and physical qualities that characterize each child. A philosophy based on the Word of God is utilized to help train each child. It is expected that the student will improve their behavior as a result of the discipline placed upon him/her. The school reserves the right to make the final determination in disciplinary matters. Continued disobedience and behavioral problems will result in suspension and/or dismissal. Any student whose conduct or attitude in or out of school shows him/her to be in opposition to the basic principles and purposes of the school will be dismissed from school even though there may be no specific breach of conduct.

Elementary Discipline Process

In order for a student to learn, the class must have a controlled atmosphere. The teacher will maintain this atmosphere using a variety of methods including, but not limited to verbal warnings, time-outs, and separation from others within the classroom, and the loss of classroom or playground privileges.

When it becomes apparent that a child is unwilling or unable to maintain proper discipline within the classroom, the teacher will send the student to the Principal. The Administrator will use a variety of methods to help the child learn proper control. These methods may include counseling, questioning, restriction from certain school activities, detentions, or the loss of school privileges. When a student is sent to the Principal for disciplinary reasons, the parents should be advised of the discipline problem and requested to become involved in the solution.

If the child continues to be disobedient and unwilling to follow school rules, the parents will be requested to meet with the Principal and Teacher. At this meeting the corrective actions of suspension, probation, corporal punishment, and/or dismissal will be discussed.

Middle School Discipline Process

The following table shows the normal progression of the discipline process. The appropriate Step(s) may be dependent on the specific offense(s) and/or discipline history.

The conduct grade system is used as part of the discipline process.  The steps above are not numbers of infractions, but values of infraction.

Detentions will be used as a means of discipline when the standard classroom discipline process has not been effective in correcting behavior. The Principal or his representative will issue a student a detention when they do not show respect for God, others or themselves as discerned by any school authority. Each detention requires parental notification of this disciplinary action.

A student serving a disciplinary detention will not be allowed to participate in any extracurricular activities or sports for five consecutive school days, starting the day after the detention.

A parent conference may be scheduled when a student receives a detention.

Detention Rules

· Detentions are to be served on the day assigned.
· There may be up to a $25 administrative fee charged for each detention.
· A student will not be allowed in school if they fail to return a signed detention slip when school starts on the day of the detention.
· Detentions not served will result in a second detention.
· Failure to serve both detentions will result in a suspension.
· Any violation of detention rules or being late for detention will result in a second detention.
· Detentions are normally held after school from 3:15 to 4:30 p.m. The day, date, and time will be noted on the detention slip.
· A pen and a writing notebook are required for detention.
· Work will be assigned for detention.
· Once in detention, a student will not be allowed to leave.

Suspension

Suspensions are issued for any extreme violations or as a step in the disciplinary process. Students will also be suspended when issued their third detention. Suspensions are usually from one to three days, but they may be longer by decision of the Administrator. Students will be required to make up any and all missed work.  Many suspensions will be in-house (often in the Principal’s office) and may result in up to a $25 daily administrative fee to cover the cost of a supervisor/substitute of detention.

Dismissal / Expulsion

Dismissal will be recommended if it becomes apparent the school will not be able to meet the needs of a student, a student’s behavior is disrupting the educational process, or a student’s behavior is a danger to themselves or others. Dismissal may also be recommended for a serious violation of school rules and unresolved academic or disciplinary probation. The Principal will normally suspend the student prior to the dismissal, pending a review by the school board. Any student who has been expelled from KCS will not be allowed on school grounds or to attend any school events without prior approval of the Administration and/or School Board. If the KCS Administration and/or School Board have given a student specific criteria to meet in order to remain in school, and the parent(s) choose to remove the student rather than comply, the student will be considered expelled.

Zero Tolerance Policy

Kingsview Christian School has established a Zero Tolerance approach to serious offenses. Unless the Principal or President finds that dismissal is inappropriate due to extraordinary circumstances, the Principal shall recommend a student’s dismissal for any of the following acts:
1. Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical and/or verbal (bullying) injury or assault / battery to themselves or another person;
2. Entered into, attempted to enter into, or threatened to enter into a physical confrontation with another person;
3. Possessed, used, or furnished any dangerous weapon(s);
4. Possessed, used, or furnished any alcohol, tobacco, controlled substance, or drug

paraphernalia;
5. Committed, attempted to commit, or threatened to commit robbery, extortion, or theft, or possessed stolen property;
6. Caused or attempted to cause damage to school or private property;
7. Committed an obscene act, or engaged in continued profanity, name calling, or vulgarity, or used words or actions likely to provoke an immediate reaction from another.
8. Disrupted school activities or otherwise willfully defied the valid authority of supervisors, teachers, administrators, school officials, or other school personnel.

A student may be suspended or expelled for any of the acts listed above while on or off school grounds; going to or coming from school; and/or during, going to, or coming from any school sponsored or school related activity, whether on or off campus.

A full-month’s tuition will still be charged the month a student is expelled.  

· Sexual Harassment
Kingsview Christian School is committed to maintaining an academic environment in which all individuals treat each other with dignity and respect and which is free from all forms of intimidation, exploitation and harassment, including sexual harassment. This school is prepared to take action to prevent and correct any violations of this policy. Anyone under the authority of Kingsview Christian School who violates this policy will be subject to discipline, up to and including termination or expulsion.

· Appeal Process
If a problem arises because of discipline, grades, offenses, etc., the parents should contact the teacher first and try to resolve the problem. If this fails, then the parents may contact the Principal. If they are still not satisfied with the resolution, the parents may contact the President and the issue should be expressed in writing to the to be placed on the Board’s agenda.

· Attendance Policy
Regular attendance is an important factor in a child's education and is imperative to good

learning. A student who misses more than 10 days of school in a given trimester may not pass the subjects the student has missed unless given special permission by the Administrator or School Board. A habitually truant student may be dismissed from KCS and the appropriate school district notified.

Parents must notify the school office by 8:20 a.m. of an absence. Generally, a student will

have two days to make up missed work for every day they were absent for an excused absence.

Students who have been absent for any reason must bring a note, signed by the parents, detailing the cause of the absence. The student must present the note to the school office when they return to class.

Students who have been absent for the day may not participate in extracurricular school activities that day.

School Day

The school day starts when the bell rings at 8:20 a.m. School is dismissed at 3:00 p.m.

Under the Minimum Day schedule, school is dismissed at 12:00 p.m. There is no lunch period or kindergarten, afternoon pre-school, afternoon pre-K, kinder care, or P.M. extended care service when the Minimum Day schedule is used.

Excused Absences

Excusable absences include illness, bereavement, family emergency, and school-sponsored activities. Medical and dental appointments are also excusable, but should be limited to after school hours or non-school days when possible.

Unexcused Absences

Unexcused absences include absences due to employment, extending weekends or holidays, vacations, sleeping in, personal business, and things of this nature. Parental permission for any absence does not necessarily make the absence excused.

Flu Policy

Students, teachers, and staff should stay home if they have flu-like illness. Students, teachers, and staff will be sent home if they get flu-like illness.

Sick people should stay home until at least 24 hours after they no longer have a fever or signs of a fever (without the use of fever-reducing medicine).

Based on the experience and knowledge gained in jurisdictions that have had large outbreaks, the potential benefits of preemptively dismissing students are often outweighed by the negative consequences of closing schools. Therefore, KCS will not close down unless there are a large number of students or faculty who are ill, interfering with the school’s ability to function.

If the school must be closed, it will remain closed for approximately two weeks. All missed days must be made up before the school year can end.

· CDC Recommendations:
· Cover nose and mouth with a tissue when coughing or sneezing. Throw the tissue away.

· If no tissue is available, cough or sneeze into the inside of your elbow, not your hands.

· Wash hands often with soap and water, especially after coughing or sneezing.

· Avoid touching eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread that way.

· Use alcohol-based hands cleaners when available.

· Stay home if sick to limit contact with others to keep from infecting them.  It is the parent’s responsibility to care for their sick children, not the schools.

· Tardiness
Students who are tardy for the start of school must report directly to the School Office before going to class. Students are considered tardy when they are not in their classroom, in their seats, and fully prepared for class to begin when directed by their teacher or when the late bell rings. A detention will be issued when a middle school student is tardy for the fourth time during a semester.

· Closed Campus
KCS is a closed campus. Students may not leave the campus once they have arrived for the school day until they are released by their teacher and accompanied off campus by a parent or an authorized person at the end of the day. Students who have their parents’ permission to leave after school on their own may not return to the campus again that day, unless they are involved in another school activity. Students who remain after school must be checked into extended care or be involved in other school activities. At the conclusion of any after-school activity, students must leave the campus or be enrolled into extended care.

All students who leave or return to campus for any reason must go to the school office to be signed in or out by their parents or other authorized individual.

Only those enrolled in the school, employees of the school, and the President are allowed on campus during the school day. All school board members, church board members, ministers/pastors, those with lawful school business, and guests are required to register in the office and receive a guest pass prior to entering the campus.

It is Kingsview Christian School’s policy not to accept non-students on campus, either during or after school, unless accompanied and directly supervised by their parent(s) who are on campus for authorized school activities or business.

· Student Arrival and Dismissal
Arrival

Students need to be dropped off for school in the large parking lot in full view of playground supervision. Students will walk directly to the playground and check in with the playground supervisor before proceeding to any other part of the school. Students arriving after 8:20 a.m. must be dropped off in the small parking lot and check in at the school office before proceeding to class.

Dismissal

At 3:00, students will line up by grades on the ramp in front of the school/church. Parents need to drive their vehicle as far forward in the pick-up lane as possible. School staff will release the students from their class and assist them into the vehicle. No students will be released from their class until an adult assumes responsibility for the student’s welfare. Students will only be released to the parent(s) or prior authorized agent of the parent(s). At 3:15, any remaining students will automatically be sent to extended care. Extended care charges begin at 3:00 pm.  NO STUDENT WILL BE ALLOWED TO “HANG AROUND” UNTIL BEING PICKED UP.  ALL STUDENTS WILL BE SENT TO EXTENDED CARE AT 3:15 AND APPROPRIATE CHARGES WILL RESULT.

· Visitation
A cordial invitation is extended to parents to visit the school and observe their child's classroom. All visitors must check in at the school office and receive a visitor’s pass before proceeding to a classroom or any other part of the campus.

· Dress Code Policy
The purpose of the dress code is to show respect for the human body as the temple of the Holy Spirit, to show respect for others, and to teach submission to authority. Parents are responsible to see that their children are dressed appropriately for school by supporting and adhering to the adopted dress code policy.

The school has been established to serve families that are sincerely committed to Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord. Therefore, each student is to present a good personal appearance at all times so that others will not be offended or distracted. Students will arrive at school in compliance with the school’s dress code. Dress code violations will be immediately brought to the Principal’s attention for correction.

The Principal is given the authority and responsibility to enforce the intent of the dress code and he must approve any exceptions. Students who violate either the rule or spirit of the dress code will be subject to disciplinary action.

General Guidelines

A student's appearance should at all times represent good grooming, neatness, and modesty. Any apparel that draws undue attention to the wearer and tends to detract from the educational process is inappropriate (Rom. 12:2; Phil. 4:8; Col. 3:2; James 4:4).

Any body markings, piercings, and hair of unnatural color, whether temporary or permanent, are not allowed. Clothes that have immodest fading or bleaching patterns, inappropriate screen prints, pictures, slogans, advertisements, conspicuous symbols, writing, lettering, logos, or brand names are not allowed. This also applies to sweatshirts, jackets, hats, etc. Out-of-Code clothing worn underneath outer-clothing is a violation if it is visible. No undergarments may show at any time. Pajamas, PE clothes, jersey shirts, and jersey/workout shorts are not acceptable school attire.

Exceptions: Apparel displaying a Christian theme is permitted; Appropriate apparel following the specified theme on designated School Spirit Days; Apparel with approved KCS emblems or logos; Approved KCS or other Christian themed sweatshirts.

Dress Code Violations

Dress code violations will be immediately brought to the Principal’s attention for correction. Continued violation of either the rule or intent of the dress code will lead to disciplinary action.

Standard for Boys

· Hair: Hair will be clean, neatly combed and cut, off the collar and out of the eyes.


Shaving the head or other extreme styles is not permitted. Hair coloring must be 
natural in appearance.

· Shirts: Shirts may include stripes, plaids or printed fabric. Shirts with buttons will be worn buttoned to one button below the collar. Tank tops, mesh jerseys, half shirts and sleeveless shirts are not permitted.

· Pants/Shorts: Pants/shorts will be clean, neat, hemmed, and without rips, tears, or holes. All shorts must be hemmed. All pants will be full length and rest at the top of the shoes. Pants/shorts should fit properly (not too tight, too baggy or sloppy in appearance). Pants/shorts will be worn at the waistline above the hipbone, and must be snug to the waist.

· Shoes/Sandals: Shoes/sandals will be neat, clean and in a condition that does not


present a safety hazard. Shoes/sandals with holes or tears are dangerous and will 
not be worn to school. Flimsy footwear is not permitted. Students in kindergarten 
through fourth grade must wear shoes/sandals with a back support. During hot 
weather, grades 5-8 may wear sturdy sandals that have leather or canvas straps.

· Jewelry: Earrings and body piercings are not allowed. Necklaces must be Christian oriented.

· Hats: Hats may be worn outdoors but must comply with dress code.

· Chapel Dress: Boys will wear shirts with a collar. Shirts will be worn tucked-in. Pants will have a neat appearance and not be faded. Dress pants are required. Denim pants (any color), cargo pants, and painters/utility pants are not acceptable. Jackets and sweaters may be worn, but not pull-over sweatshirts. Shoes will have solid dark tops, dressy/casual, clean, neat and in good condition. Tennis / athletic type shoes are not allowed. Socks will be worn with shoes. Chapel dress will be maintained all day on chapel day, except boys may change their shoes at lunch recess; shirts must remain tucked in all day.

Standard for Girls

· Hair: Hair will be neatly cut, clean, and combed. Bangs will be kept above the eyes. Extreme hairstyles that draw undue attention are not permitted. Shaving of any part of the head is not allowed. Hair coloring must be natural in appearance.

· Tops, Shirts, and Blouses: Shirts may include stripes, plaids or printed fabric. Blouses and tops will be of appropriate size (not too tight, too baggy, or sloppy in appearance), and of appropriate length to cover the entire mid-section at all times, whether standing or sitting. Shirts with buttons will be worn buttoned. Sleeveless tops must have a minimum 2” shoulder width, no shoulder straps. No Tank-Tops or Halter-Tops. Necklines must always be modest showing no cleavage.

· Pants/Shorts: Pants/shorts will be clean, neat, hemmed, and without rips, tears, or holes. All shorts must be hemmed. Pants/shorts must fit properly (not too tight, too baggy, or sloppy in appearance), and be worn at the waistline above the hipbone. Shorts will be modest in length and no shorter than fingertip length when the student is standing with arms relaxed at her side.

· Dresses and Skirts: Dresses and skirts will be of an appropriate length (at least to


center of the kneecap) with no exposed openings more than three inches above the 
center of the kneecap. Skorts must be skirt length. Clothing will be of a heavy 
enough material so undergarments are not visible. Kindergarten through fourth- 
grade students are recommended to wear shorts under their dresses due to 
playground activities.

· Shoes: Shoes/sandals will be neat, clean and in a condition that does not present a


safety hazard. Heels should be a modest height. Shoes/sandals with holes or tears 
are dangerous and will not be worn to school. Flimsy footwear is not permitted. 
Students in kindergarten through fourth grade must wear shoes/sandals with a 
back support. During hot weather, 5th-8th grade students may wear sturdy sandals 
that have leather or canvas straps.

· Make-up: Make-up and fingernail polish should be applied with discretion and must not draw undue attention to the wearer or detract from the educational process.

· Jewelry: Girls’ earrings should not be large enough to cause a safety hazard for themselves or others and should be less than 1” in length, no hoops. Girls are allowed up to two piercings on each ear. Excessive ear piercing or any other body piercing is not allowed.

· Chapel Dress: Girls are to wear dresses or skirts and blouses on chapel days. 


Jackets and sweaters may be worn, but not pullover sweatshirts. During cold 
weather months layering is recommended.


1st - 4th Grade Dress shoes are preferred. Keds style tennis shoes (not 
athletic style) are permitted. Shoes/sandals must have a back support. Girls 
may change their shoes during lunch recess.


5th – 8th Grade Dress shoes are required. Tennis/Athletic type shoes of 
any kind, flip-flops and other flimsy shoes are not permitted. Girls may 
change their shoes for lunch recess.

· Graduation
For the graduation ceremony, boys must wear a dress shirt with matching tie, dress slacks, and dress shoes. A jacket/sport coat is optional. Girls must wear a dress that is modest and at least chapel length (formal length is preferred). Minimum one-inch shoulder straps are required (no strapless) whether a covering is worn or not. The school may provide wrist corsages and boutonnieres.

· Physical Education
· Kingsview Christian School PE uniforms are required for all sixth through eighth grade students. PE uniforms must be purchased from the school. All PE shirts and shorts must be labeled on the hem in permanent black marker with the student’s first initial and full last name. No other markings or alterations are allowed on PE uniforms.

· During cooler weather, as determined by the PE Instructor, students may wear warm-ups. Warm-ups must be without marking, labeled with the student’s name, and solid in color (grey, blue or black).

· PE uniforms are to be worn as designed and are not to be worn in the classroom. On the 
days of PE, students may be dismissed at the end of the day wearing their PE uniform. For safety and health reasons, all grades must wear proper athletic shoes and socks.

· Students in fifth through eighth grade will wear white socks as part of their PE uniform. For safety reasons, organized sports will only be played during regular supervised PE.

· Athletic Program
Kingsview Christian School offers a variety of sports for its students. The school seeks to

provide all students who desire to participate in athletic events the safest conditions of participation. Every student who desires to compete in athletics is required to complete a

Parent Permission form and have on file a current sports physical form annotating a physical examination by a physician.

Upward Sports program is offered through the Bay Area Church of the Nazarene throughout the winter months.  Basketball for boys and girls and cheerleading for girls is offered.

Any athlete who has sustained an injury, or a health problem requiring a physician's care,

must receive a medical release from a physician before the student may return to athletic

participation.

A student may be ineligible for athletic game participation under certain academic probation and disciplinary actions. Students who have been absent for the day may not participate in extracurricular school activities that day.

If in the opinion of the coaches, due to the large number of students trying out for a team,

adequate supervision cannot be given, and skills cannot be adequately taught, not all students may be allowed on the team. The number of students accepted for a team is also dependent upon the number of coaches available to teach skills, the size of the available facility being used, and the number of students who can play in the game at any one time according to the rules of the game. Coaches shall hold individual meetings with each athlete that is cut and explain why they were not chosen for the team.

Generally, Kingsview Christian School will endeavor to allow all interested eligible students to participate in its athletic program. Student participation on a team may be subject to their skill and ability as well as other factors determined by the coaching staff.

Chapel

Students meet for corporate worship in chapel service every Wednesday or Friday. The dress code for chapel days is designed to contribute to a spirit of reverence for the service.

Playground Rules

Playground rules are set and enforced by the playground supervisor and staff for the student’s safety. Students are to treat the playground rules and staff with the same respect as in the classroom.

Telephone Use

The telephone is for school business. Students are not allowed to use the school telephones at any time without permission and supervision. School personnel will make emergency telephone calls for the student.

School Directory

We will publish your phone numbers, address, and email information in the KCS School Directory. No part of this information is used for solicitation or other purposes contrary to the intent of the directory.

Prohibited Items

Toys, cell phones, playing cards, CD/MP3 players, iPods, electronic devices, PDA’s, body sprays, strong perfumes, and other items that are not school-related are prohibited. Students possessing these items on campus may be subject to discipline. All electronic devices must be turned in to the office before coming onto campus; they may be retrieved before going home. Failure to follow these guidelines may result in disciplinary action.

Chewing Gum

The possession of chewing gum is strictly prohibited on the school campus. Any student who possesses chewing gum on campus may be subject to disciplinary action, except in classroom where teacher feels it enhances learning.

Emergency Notification Procedures

Should it become necessary to dismiss school due to unforeseen circumstances, parents will be notified as soon as possible by means of the telephone or announcements on bay area radio stations.  In a national emergency, parents must be available to pick up their child from school within 30 minutes.  In case of tsunami warning, an appropriate pre-arranged designation will be in place and all students will be moved/transported to that destination.

If a student becomes ill or injured during the day, the school will attempt to contact the parents first, and then those designated to act for the parents in emergencies. If no one can be contacted, the school will employ whatever means feasible or necessary for the aid of the student. School personnel will administer minor first aid but will not give medication unless a prearranged agreement is in place.

Medication

The school must be notified of any medical conditions requiring medication or special treatment, i.e. asthma, diabetes, allergic reactions, etc. Upon notification, parents must provide the school with the required medication(s) and/or treatments, and any special instructions in case of a medical emergency. Failure to notify or provide the above may result in the student’s dismissal.

Medications must be turned in to the school office and will be kept in a secure container. Prescription medications must be in the original container with clear dosage directions. A

letter must be on file authorizing school personnel to provide reasonable assistance in dispensing medication to students. No student may at any time take medication without adult supervision or give medication to another student.

Lice
Kingsview Christian School policy regarding lice is as follows:

Any child suspected of having lice, will be checked. Should a child be found with either nits (eggs) or lice, the child will be sent home and cannot return until the hair has been treated, and all nits and lice are completely removed. When nits or lice are found in the hair of a child, the child’s entire class, and the class of any of that child’s siblings must also be checked. This is to prevent spreading of lice from one child to the next. 

Field Trips

Classes may take trips to interesting and educational places in the area as a vital part of the instructional program. Parents will be notified beforehand and must sign a permission slip for the student to go. Fees may be charged to cover expenses. On the day of the field trip, teachers will fill out the Driver Information forms and leave copies in the school office. Field Trips count as a school day. Any student not attending a scheduled Field Trip must either make prior alternate arrangements to come to school, or stay home and complete an alternate assignment for that day. All school rules, policies, procedures, dress codes, and codes of conduct apply while on Field Trips.

Off-Campus School Events

Students may be taken off campus for regularly scheduled curricular activities where

attendance is requisite. Parents will be informed of these events via the school calendar, but no permission slips will be required.

Volunteer Drivers

For many school activities, volunteer drivers are used to transport the students. Drivers must complete and leave a registration and insurance forms in the office prior to being allowed to transport students. All drivers must have a minimum limit of $100,000/300,000/100,000 liability. No passengers other than scheduled students and staff may be taken on any school outing without prior approval of the Principal.

Parent Participation Program

Beginning the school year 2014-15, parents will be required to provide a 20 hours of time per family, per year, to enhance the learning experience at Kingsview Christian School. Many opportunities of service are available through the Parent Participation Ministry. A $10 per hour charge will be required for each hour fewer than the 20 hours served.

Extended Care Service
Extended care service provides supervision of KCS students who are on campus outside of normal school hours. Extended care service is provided from 7:30 a.m. until 8:15 a.m. and 3:15 p.m. until 5:30 p.m. Children who are on campus before 8:00 a.m. or after 3:15 are automatically enrolled. Parents are billed for ECS in fifteen minute increments. An additional fee is assessed for students who are not picked up by 5:30 p.m. Bill must be kept current or usage will be denied.
Lunch Program

The school provides an optional hot lunch program on Fridays. Procedures for the hot lunch program are outlined on the monthly hot lunch calendar. Tickets for lunch items are available for purchase in the school office.  No lunch will be served on minimum day Fridays.

The parents will be notified if a student comes to school with no lunch. If the parents cannot be reached, the school will provide the student with a small lunch that is available in the cabinet. The parents will be charged $2.50 for the lunch and notified of the incident.

It has been noted in the classroom that students who have sugar for lunch become cranky and then become lethargic. So we are asking that no Gatorade or candy be sent for lunch or snacks. Also limit any sugar items for lunches/snacks. 

Wheeled Transportation

Bicycles, scooters, and skateboards may be ridden to campus at the discretion of the

parents. Required safety gear must be worn. Bicycles, scooters, and skateboards must be

walked onto the campus and stored during the school day. Roller blades, roller skates, and roller shoes are not allowed on campus, except in organized school activities.

Fire, Earthquake, Tsunami, and Emergency Lockdown Drills

The school periodically conducts fire, earthquake, tsunami, and emergency lockdown drills.

Distribution of Materials

Distribution of materials is not permitted on campus unless approved by the Principal.

Possession of inappropriate materials is a violation of school policy and may result in

disciplinary action.

Lost and Found

Students who find or lose articles should promptly notify their teacher or the school office. All articles left in the classrooms, halls or grounds will be placed in the lost and found. Unclaimed items may be donated to charity or sold after 30 days. Students will be charged a $1 fee for the return of textbooks that are left indiscriminately laying around the school.

School Yearbook

All students will have the opportunity to purchase one school yearbook at a discount rate at the beginning of the school year. Additional yearbooks may be bought later at a higher cost.

Use of Pictures

We will publish photographs depicting students and non-students in our school publications, i.e., Yearbook, Advertising, Pamphlets, Website, etc. No pictures will be used for purposes contrary to the intent of school policy.

Age Eligible Admissions

1. PK-3: The child is at least three years of age by September 1st.
2. PK-4: The child is at least four years of age by September 1st.
3. Kindergarten: The child is at least five years old by September 1st.
Under Age Admissions, Kindergarten

1. The child is at least four years of age.

2. The child has attended preschool for a long enough time to enable school personnel


to evaluate the child's ability.

3. The child is in the upper 5 percent of the child's age group in terms of general mental


ability.

4. The physical development and social maturity of the child are consistent with the


child's advanced mental ability.

5. The parent or guardian has filed a written statement with the school that approves


placement in Kindergarten.
